Statement of Resources
For the year ended 31 December 2009

CROWN PROPERTY

Land:

The school occupies 3.80 hectares ofland located in Aberdeen Road, Campbells Bay, Auckland.

Buildings:
The main block is a 2-storey split level building of wooden construction which contains II classrooms, 2 performing arts
rooms, an ICT suite, administration offices, resource rooms, the library, and storage and withdrawal areas.

A single storey wooden block has 3 classrooms.

10 relocatable classrooms are used as teaching rooms, along with a block of3 classrooms constructed in 2003.

The school has a substantial Hall (refurbished in 2001) which is used for a variety of school activities and is also available for
hire for community activities.

An Art Resource room was constructed during 1995 funded by the Board of Trustees.

A swimming pool with changing sheds and a housed filtration plant. The swimming pool was repainted in January 2009.

There is one Dental Clinic and a boiler house.

The ownership of the land and buildings is vested in the Ministry of Education and the Board of Trustees is responsible for
their management. One room, namely the Art Room, is owned by the Board of Trustees.

OTHER ASSETS AND RESOURCES

The school has well established teaching, sporting and music resources including:

* Maths and science equipment
* Junior and senior readers
* Keyboards, handbells and music equipment
* Listening posts and headphones in each classroom
* 97 computers, 18 laptops, 12 mimio boards, 15 projectors and accessories
* Electric equipment
* 12,608 library books
* Indoor Gymnastics, Miniball and Badminton facilities
* A Senior, New Entrant and a Junior "adventure playground"

The land has been developed to include paved courts, playing fields which include rugby, soccer, hockey and cricket
facilities, a community forest and has attractively landscaped grounds.
